One would expect a reasonable level of knowledge and experience in terms of outcomes 3 and 4 and this is evidenced by fewer % gains.  Conversely, outcomes 2, 5 and 6 are areas where NQTs or returners need greater exposure to ‘doing the job’ and this is exactly the practical support that this course provides.
